Though the price has fluctuated, gold has never been declared worthless. Buying gold is like hedging your bets against inflation and other currency fluctuations. In 1970, one ounce of gold would have cost you $37. Today, that same ounce of gold would be worth $1198, according to the London Bullion Market Association. The price went up and down over the course of four decades, but the ounce of gold was never worth less than what was originally paid for it.

Even at its lowest - $273 in 2000 – that ounce of gold was still worth more than seven times what it cost in 1970. As of today, the ounce of gold is worth more than 30 times its original price.
UNIQUE ADVANTAGES

BULLION COINS VERSUS CERTIFIED GOLD COINS
At Precious Metals Financial, we offer investment portfolios in a number of precious metals. But the term “the gold standard” exists for a reason – it’s our most popular investment metal.
There are two types of gold coins out there: certified and bullion. AS a rule of thumb, certified gold coins were minted before 1933; gold bullion coins minted after that point. Obviously, gold bullion coins are much more common than certified gold coins. Precious Metals Financial will put together your portfolio with a combination of both certified gold coins and gold bullion coins.
There are a few key differences between the two types of coins. In the extremely unlikely instance that the government confiscates gold coins, certified gold coins will be exempt due to their limited mintage. President Franklin Delano Roosevelt declared this with Executive Order 6102. Again, the government confiscating gold from private citizens is implausible, but should be noted nonetheless.
Having certified gold coins in your portfolio improves growth, stability, privacy and protection. Since they are so rare, certified gold coins are worth more. For instance, if you purchased a certified gold coin for $1000 in 1970, it could be worth up to $60,000 today. If you had purchased a gold bullion coin for the same price, it would be worth roughly half that. Both profit margins are impressive, but certified gold coins yield higher returns.
Certified gold coins are also extremely liquid. As we mentioned earlier, there is a 24/7 market for gold, regardless of its form. However, because of their rarity and profitability, certified gold coins have the highest demand. Privacy and tax issues are a concern for some investors, which makes certified gold coins a key part of their portfolio. These coins can be acquired privately and are exempt from government reporting, including taxes (until the coins are liquidated, in which case you must report your earnings). There is no tax liability if you trade your certified gold coins for ones of equal or greater value.

GOLD BULLION COINS
With all the advantages of certified gold coins, why should you add gold bullion coins to your portfolio? Though they are not worth as much as certified gold coins, bullion coins are much easier to obtain, and like certified gold, their worth increases over time. Bullion coins are legal tender – you can spend them as cash in the country where they were minted. However, the price on the coin (the face value) may not be equal to the amount the gold itself is worth. For instance, you may have a one-ounce bullion coin that says “$100” on it, but the price of an ounce of gold may exceed that, or a collector may be willing to pay more for that particular design.
The word “bullion” refers to gold that is at least 99.5% pure. Because of its natural properties, no gold is 100% pure.
For people starting a smaller portfolio, bullion is a better choice in terms of price. Bullion is available in weights from one-twentieth of an ounce to a full ounce. You can find the daily prices of an ounce of gold easily online.
Bullion coins are also popular collector’s items and are suitable for display. The United States, Canada, South Africa, Australia and Austria all mint beautiful bullion coins that have numismatic and aesthetic value as well as inherent material worth. Bullion coins are also available in other metals such as silver and platinum.

GLOSSARY
Words and terms about precious metals
AESTHETIC – pleasing in appearance. Many coins with designs printed on them have aesthetic value for collectors.
ASSETS – The things that you own. In terms of investment, the phrase “assets” includes stocks, bonds, mutual funds, treasury bills (cash), and any other items (including precious metals) that can be sold.
BID/ASK – On many sites, there are two prices for gold listed: the bid price and the ask price. The bid price is how much the buyer wants to pay for the gold; the ask price is how much the seller wants to sell the gold for.
BULLION – Gold or other precious metal that is at least 99.5% pure.
BULLION COIN – A coin made with bullion. Though they have a face value printed on them, they are often worth more than that because of their metal content.
CERTIFIED GOLD COIN – Generally, a coin minted before 1933 that cannot be confiscated by the government under any circumstances.
DIVERSIFICATION – In terms of investment, diversification is the act of acquiring different kinds of assets for your portfolio. Many expert recommend diversifying beyond just stocks and bonds.
FACE VALUE – How much a coin or bill says it’s worth. The date and actual value of the materials used to make the coin is often higher than the face value. For instance, a $5 Liberty coin minted in the U.S. in 1806 is currently worth about $45,000.
FLUCTUATE – To go up and down, usually in price.
GOLD STANDARD – A monetary standard where all the bills and coins minted in a country are backed by and exchangeable with gold. The U.S. abandoned the gold standard in 1971.



KARAT – A unit of fineness on a scale of 1-24. 24 karat gold has at least 999 parts pure gold per thousand.
KILO BAR – A bar that weighs one kilogram. A lot of precious metals are in the form of kilo bars.
LEGAL TENDER – A coin or bill that can be used as money.
LIQUIDITY – The ease with which an asset can be converted to cash. Since there is always a market for gold, it is considered a high-liquidity asset.
LONDON FIX – A twice-daily session by The London Gold Market Fixing Ltd. that determines the price of gold bullion for members of the London bullion market. 
LONDON BULLION MARKET ASSOCIATION - the London-based trade association that represents the wholesale gold and silver bullion market in London.
NUMISMATISM – Rare coin collecting. Many numismatists (as these collectors are called) want coins for their collection, as opposed to a way to protect investments.
TROY OUNCE – The unit of weight that gold is measured in. It is equal to approximately 1.1 ordinary ounces. A kilo bar is about 32 troy ounces.
WORLD GOLD COUNCIL - The World Gold Council’s mission is to stimulate and sustain the demand for gold and to create enduring value for its stakeholders.
